International Dual Degree Agreement

National Chung Hsing University (NCHU) agrees to implement the Dual Degree Program in conjunction with Cornell University (CU) as stipulated in the terms below:

1. The program is to be brought into effect by the Department (Graduate Institute) of _______________________, NCHU, and the ___________________, CU.

2. The program is valid from August 1, 2005 to July 31, 2010.

3. The program’s purpose is to help students of both universities to study in the two above-indicated units for a dual degree of MS ( Ph.D.), which will be jointly conferred upon the student by the two universities after he/she has fulfilled all the requirements as stated below:

a. The student attends NCHU for at least ___ year(s), and also attends CU for at least ___ year(s).

b. The student pays all required tuitions and fees at both universities.

c. The student completes all required courses and earns at least ____ credits at NCHU, and also completes all required courses and earns at least ____ credits at CU.

d. The student finishes a thesis (dissertation) within the stipulated time period and passes all required examination(s) at both universities.

4. To enter the program, the student must be a registered full-time postgraduate in  either of the above-mentioned unit.  In addition, the student must have the following qualifications:

a. a TOEFL score above _______.

b. a GRE score above _______.

c. Adequate financial resources.

d. Health insurance coverage.

5. To apply for admission to the program, the student must complete an application form, attach all necessary data, and send it first to his/her home-country’s university, and then to the foreign university for approval before the deadline (March 31 of the year in which the application is made).

6. All students admitted to the program must arrive at the foreign university before a set deadline and follow all school regulations.  Any student that wishes to take a     (an extended) leave of absence, for any reason, must have the approval of both NCHU and CU beforehand.

7. Eligible faculty members of both universities can act as co-advisors of students in the program.  The roles of co-advisers with regard to research, the writing & publishing of theses (dissertations), exams, and other related matters are as stated in the Co-advising Arrangement. 

8. This agreement may be revised, but only with the consent of both universities.  Any proposals for alteration of this agreement must be submitted to the concerned parties in such a manner as to allow sufficient time for consideration and for mutual understanding to be reached.
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
