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In the 2016 summer session the Ca’ Foscari 
School for International Education  
offers programmes in Italian language and 
culture which are aimed at creating a true 
Venetian experience by offering activities  
that put students in direct contact with life  
in Venice and its lagoon.

Students can also choose to participate  
in any of a range of extra-curricular activities, 
from a guided tour of the city to day excursions, 
from dragon-boating through the canals  
to Venetian cooking.
